Books to read aloud
 The Blanket Where Violet Sits by Allan Wolf and Lauren Tobia
A stargazing story told in rhyme.
 The Little Prince by Louise Greig and Sarah Massini
A classic tale with beautiful illustrations, certain to engage even the smallest readers.
 Sometimes I Feel Like a River by Danielle Daniel and Josée Bisaillon
Read one or more of the twelve poems, depending on the length of your program. The activity included at the end of the book encourages children to move in nature.
 Perfectly Pegasus by Jessie Sima
Adorably illustrated story of wishing for a friend.
 Hush, Little Rocket by Mo O’Hara and Alexandra Cook
Sung to the tune of “Hush, Little Baby”; perfect for younger listeners.
 Blanket by Ruth Ohi
Celebrated author Ruth Ohi offers a wordless book great for smaller groups of children or one-on-one sessions.
